







































A game for 4 or 5 people

Before you start you need

a game board

a counter for every player

a tub of ‘chips’ (these are not potato chips, so do not eat them!)

green ‘What would you do?’ cards

red ‘What do you think’ cards

blue ‘Say Something’ cards

yellow ‘Activity’ cards

one dice

To start:

Everyone rolls the dice and whoever has the highest number starts.

Everyone takes 5 chips from the pot and keeps them safe.

Your teacher will tell you how long the game will last.

To play:

Roll the dice and move your counter along the squares, following the numbers.

If you land on one of the red, blue, green or yellow squares, take a card of that colour.

Read it  to your group, then do or say what it tells you.

When you have done this, you can take a chip from the pot.

If you land on a square that has +1 in it, take a chip from the pot.

If you land on a square that has –1 in it, put one of your chips back in the pot.

The game ends when the playing time runs out.

If you get to ‘Finish’ before the time runs out, you get an extra 5 chips.
